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he Archaeological Museum of Karystos is located on the eastem side of

the harbor of Karystos, just across the Venetian tower, the Bourtzi. It is
housed in the left wing of the Giokaleio Foundation, in two galleries ceded to
the Ephorate of Antiquities of Euboea.

The Museum exhibition hosts finds from the region of ancient Karystia, an
area identified with the borders of the city-state of Karystos and its terri-
tory during the Classical period, as well as finds from the region of Styra.
Wall-mounted texts in combination with explanatory panels for the exhibits
provide visitors with considerable information conceming the city's history
and the wider area down through the centuries.

Archaeological excavation has ascertained that habitation in the Karystia
region began as early as Late Neolithic | period (5th millennium BC), and
continued uninterrupted during the Early and Middle Bronze Age (3200-1600
BC). No site from the Late Bronze Age (1600-1050 BC) has yet come to light,
which is puzzling, since the city's name is mentioned in the fliad’s “Catalogue
of Ships” and appears on seal stones and Linear B clay tablets from Thebes.
After the end of the Mycenaean period, traces of continued habitation are
once more found in the Proto-Geometric and Geometric periods (1050-700
BC). During the Archaic period (700-500 BC), the city-state of Karystos was
undoubtedly the region’s largest center.

The main gallery is the Museum'’s lapidarium: it contains sculpture, architec-
tural members, funerary reliefs and inscriptions from the Classical, Hellenistic
and Roman periods from the region of Palaiochora, the center of the ancient
city of Karystos from the Late Classical (400-323 BC) to the Roman period
(31 BC-AD 324). The vast majority of these finds were either embedded in
walls or were items collected or surrendered to the authorities. Finds from
the harbor of Geraistos and the region of Styra round out this exhibition.

Just across the entrance to this gallery, visitors see a headless statue of a stand-
ing female figure (3rd c. BC), and right behind it there is a 4th c. BC altar with re-
lief scenes, connected with a sanctuary of Apollo, which bears a Roman inscrip-
tion in second use. The left side of the exhibition hall displays mainly inscriptions

and honorary decrees. Pieces of exceptional interest include the exhibition’s
only Archaic inscription (late 6th-early 5th c. BC), an erotic text written in the
Chalcidian alphabet, as well as a decree (250-225 BC) in honor of the Karystian
judge Charianthos and his secretary, who resolved legal conflicts among the
Kimolians. On the same side of the gallery there is displayed the base of a funer-
ary monument (310 BC) with relief figures of athletes, and scenes of a hunting,
and a dexiosis (farewell handshake) between a seated female and a standing
male figure. At the far end of the gallery among funerary stelae, a special place is
reserved for a frieze belonging to the Classical period (late 5th c. BC) featuring
Zeus enthroned and Athena standing behind him. The right side of the gallery
displays mostly architectural members, among them lonic column capitals from
the excavations of archaeologist A. Choremis at Geraistos. On the same side is
a Hellenistic relief of Herakles as a symposiast.

The small gallery hosts objects of various categories (pottery, terracotta
figurines, marble statuettes, coins, loom weights, etc.) coming from all chrono-
logical periods. These finds come mainly from excavations of cemeteries dat-
ing to the Late Classical (400-323 BC) and Hellenistic periods (323-31 BC).
Examples of terracotta production (local and imported) predominate, with
various iconographic types (female figures — predominantly deities —, comic
actors, standing female and male figures, animals, etc.) and examples of local
and imported pottery (miniature lekythia, aryballoi, unguentaria, lamps, etc.).

In the same gallery there are also exhibited finds from excavations carried
out by the Ephorate of Antiquities of Euboea at Archampolis, on Plakari hill
and Agios Georgios on Kambos, from excavations conducted by Professor N.
Moutsopoulos at the “Dragon's House™ (Mt. Ochi) and the ancient house at the
site of Metsifi (Styra), from excavations by the Canadian Archaeological Institute
on the Paximadhi peninsula, at the westem edge of the Gulf of Karystos, in ad-
dition to objects collected from the Acropolis of Filagra.

In the building's courtyard area there are displayed architectural members,
stone sarcophagi, statue bases, etc., which have been collected from various
sites throughout the wider region.
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
