ginning of the 20th century, and contains finds from all over
Euboea, dating from the Palaeolithic period to late Roman times
(ca. 110000 BC-3rd c. AD).

This room contains finds from the Palaeolithic period (ca. 110000 BC) to the
Late Geometric period (ca. 700 BC).

Palaeolithic tools and Neolithic pottery from various parts
of Euboea.

This room contains finds from the Archaic period to Roman times.

Case 12. Pottery, figurines and jewellery of the Classical and Hel-
lenistic periods, from the cemeteries of Chalkis and other Euboean
sites.
Case 13. Examples of figurine-production and pottery from Boeo-
tian workshops of the Classical and Hellenistic periods.
Case 4. Pottery, figurines and small objects of Hellenistic and Ro-
man times.
The following are also displayed in Room II: two kouros heads
(middle of the 6th c. BC), torsoes of two kouroi from the region of
Chalkis and Eretria (late 6th c. BC), the trunk of a youth from Limni
(5th c. BC), three statues and the head of a girl, all dedications to
Artemis (4th c. BC). Also, grave stelai (5th-4th c. BC) and a relief
with Pluto and Dionysos (4th c. BC).

ROOM Il

A statue of Dionysos or Apollo (Ist c. BC), tripod with a dedication
to Apollo, statue of Antinoos (2nd c. AD), statue of Polydeukion,

a pupil of Herodes Atticus (2nd c. AD). Stele with a sacrifice from
Larymna in Boeotia, and a stele with a depiction of Dionysos.
COURTYARD

To the left and right of the entrance are displayed grave monu-
ments (stelai, sarcophagi, colonnettes, sculptures). Stoa A houses
decrees, votive and agonistic inscriptions and grave monuments
with athletes or agonothetai. Near the entrance to the main room
(Il of the Museum is a large semicircular exedra with honorific
decrees.

In the central courtyard are displayed architectural members from
buildings in Chalkis, including four Doric column capitals that pos-
sibly come from the Classical temple of Zeus. Stoa B contains in-
scriptions and statues that attest to the various cults at Chalkis,
while the rest of the area is occupied by Roman statues. Of interest
is a statue of Demeter or Cybele (4th c. BC) and three protomes
of horses, of the same period.
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
