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rchaeological Collection of Aidipsos is housed in a gallery on the
mezzanine of the Greek Tourist Organization's new Hydromassage
Center. The objects that adomn the small Archaeological Collection as it
is today have come from salvage excavations, collection (that is, from the
courtyards of houses, from roadsides, and from open spaces), or been
turned over to the authorities by private individuals living in the area.
Larger and heavier exhibits adorn the reception areas of the Hydromas-
sage center, and are arranged as follows: on the ground level, there is
an interesting marble plaque of the Roman period depicting in relief the
attributes (the lion-skin and the bow) of Heracles, who was worshipped
extensively in Aidipsos in connection with the thermal springs, northern
Euboea and the rest of Euboea generally. There is also a colossal marble
statue of a man who would have held a high position both socially and
financially in the society of the ancient city during the period of Roman rule.
On the mezzanine outside the exhibition gallery, we see part of a 4th
c. BC funerary stele from Gialtra. It shows a nude youth in a Polykleitan
pose. There is also part of a statue of Hercules dating to the Roman era; it
preserves the right leg and arm, which is holding the lion-skin. The main en-
trance from the outside is flanked by two inscribed bases for local officials.

GALLERY OF THE ARCHAEOLOGICAL COLLECTION

The antiquities on display here have been arranged so as to offer a chron-
ological narrative of the history of this important region from the Middle
Helladic to the Late Roman-Early Christian period.

Display case I. This case displays objects from the Prehistoric settlement
Koumbi. More specifically: on the upper shelf we have Middle Helladic pot-
tery (Minyan Ware), and on the middle shelf Mycenaean painted pottery.
This pottery was imported from the islands or mainland, a fact that attests
to commercial relations with places outside Euboea. We also have two
Mycenaean figurines of the ® and W types, as well as clay spindle whorls,
stone tools, grinders, obsidian and flint blades, six axes and chisels dating to
the Early Helladic (3000 BC) which refer to production activities both within
and outside the household. The last pieces on display in this case (pick-axes,
chisels) are from a Prehistoric site near Prokopi, Mt. Kandili (Makistos).

Display case 2. On the top shelf the finds on display encompass a wide
chronological range (Geometric to Roman) and come from the thermal
baths at Aidipsos itself as well as Kastelli, Gialtra. Displays include a 5th c.
BC red-figure lekythos, the head from a marble statuette of a young child, a
headless statuette of Aphrodite, and a piece from a small club. The last two
items attest to the worship of Aphrodite and Hercules.

The middle shelf displays a selection of lamps representing the Hellenistic-
Roman and Early Byzantine periods. There is an interesting Early Christian
bronze lamp, as well as a handle from a lamp lid that came from the exca-
vation of the I. Dalianoudis property where a public bath was discovered.
There are also Hellenistic and Roman clay loom weights, a bronze ring,
coins, and fragments of glass vases.

On the bottom shelf of Display case 2 there are parts from a marble offer-
ing table, also from the Dalianoudis property, as well as part of a colonette
with a relief dolphin’s tail, possibly from a one-legged table.

Outside the display cases, there is an array of architectural members set
on bases (column bases and capitals, a marble basin, the lower part of
the legs from statues with their bases, and funerary stelai). Noteworthy
pieces include no. 179, a 4th-6th c. AD stele that mentions a man named
Soteros from Chaironeia in Boeotia, who was a bronze-worker by profes-
sion (showing Aidipsos’ connection with bronze-working) and no. 180, the
stele of a sailor by the name of Diogenianos, who came from Nikomedeia
in Bithynia. In the text on this stele (2! lines), among other things there is a
mention of the famous hot-medicinal springs in the city of Aidipsos. On the
lower part of this stele, an incised depiction of a boat recalls the deceased's
connection with the sea.

On the stele to the right of the entrance to the Archaeological Collection,
there is a reference to the profession of physician, as shown by the depic-
tion of medical instruments on the stele’s crowning pediment. The main
body of the stele has a relief scene of a family; it was set up by the parents,
Lykourgos and Sophe, in memory of their children.
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
